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Partnerships
Action for Children is committed to working in partnership. We know that working 
with other charities and agencies will help our work have greater impact.  We work 
on policy issues in partnership with lots of different organisations, including:

· All Wales Forum on Issues for Disabled Children and Young People - a multi agency group that shares information and good practice and lobbies for disabled children and young people. 
· Alliance for Child-centred Care - a broad coalition of organisations that work with children and young people who either have care experience or have been affected by the care system, that come together to promote improvements in the care system in England.

· Anti Bullying Alliance – aims to reduce bullying and create safe environments in which children and young people can live, grow, play and learn.  

· Children & Young People's Mental Health Coalition – brings together leading children and young people and mental health charities to campaign with and on behalf of children and young people in relation to their mental health and wellbeing. 

· Children and Young People’s Participation Consortium for Wales – a multi-agency strategic body working at a national level to develop capacity and practice in terms of the participation of children and young people (0-25yrs) in decision making in Wales. 

· Children and Young People Strategic Partnership in Northern Ireland
the CYPSP has been established to improve the wellbeing, realisation of rights and improve outcomes for children and young people across Northern Ireland
· Children are Unbeatable! Alliance – campaigns for the UK to satisfy human rights obligations by modernising the law on assault to give children the same protection as adults. 

· Children’s Charities Coalition on Internet Safety (CHIS) – aims to make the internet and the wider digital world safer for children and young people. 

· Children’s Rights Alliance for England – is an alliance of organisations committed to the full implementation of the Convention on the Rights of the Child. 

· Council for Disabled Children – works to influence national policy that impacts upon disabled children, children with special educational needs and their families. Action for children is a CDC Partnership board Member. 

· Community Care Providers Scotland – the association of voluntary sector organisations providing care and support services in Scottish communities.  

· End Child Poverty – works to eradicate child poverty in the United Kingdom. 

· End Child Poverty Cymru – a coalition of concerned agencies that works to eradicate child poverty in Wales. 

· Eurochild – an international network of organisations working in and across Europe to improve the quality of life of children and young people. 

· Every Disabled Child Matters – campaigns for disabled children and their families to have the right to the services and support they need.

· For Scotland’s Disabled Children – established to secure rights and justice for disabled children, young people and their families in Scotland. 

· Kids in the middle - Is a campaign to mobilise more support to mothers and fathers to parent together harmoniously and to avoid conflict, and for children whose parents are in conflict. 
· Northern Ireland Assembly - All Party Group on Children and Young People - hosted by Children in Northern Ireland and established to provide a forum to facilitate cross party/sectoral discussion and cooperation on children and young people's issues in Northern Ireland
· Northern Ireland Child Poverty Alliance  - currently hosted by Save the Children and a lose alliance of voluntary and community organisations committed to ending child poverty in Northern Ireland
· Northern Ireland Early Years Strategic Alliance - established in September 2005 to lobby for change on strategic early years issue, the EYSA is jointly chaired by CINI and the Women's Support Network and includes membership from across the child care and women's sectors in Northern Ireland
· Northern Ireland NEET Strategy Forum - chaired by Banardos (NI) and established last year to enable those working in the voluntary and community sector to influence the development and implementation of the NI Executive's strategy for young people who are not in education, employment or training in Northern Ireland
· Northern Ireland Welfare Reform Lobby Group - convened by the Law Centre (NI), this is an umbrella grouping of organisations which campaign for positive changes to policy, service provision and legislation for those in receipt of social security while also providing advice and support to other advice giving organisations and disadvantaged persons in their capacity as individual members of the Group
· Scottish Campaign on Welfare Reform – a broad coalition of Scottish organisations working with people experiencing exclusion and poverty in Scotland. 

· Scottish Consortium on Crime and Criminal Justice – brings together leading organisations concerned with crime and criminal justice in Scotland. 

· Scottish Council of Voluntary Organisations – the national body representing the voluntary sector. 

· Social Impact Analysts Association - international professional body that supports and connects all those involved in social impact analysis
· Standing Committee for Youth Justice – a coalition of children’s charities and other organisations working to promote the welfare of children who become engaged in the youth justice system. 

· Welsh Anti Bullying Network – works to reduce bullying and create safer environments for children and young people, free from bullying, violence and aggression. 
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
